•	 Help increase your child’s vocabulary by giving them choices 
e.g. “Do you want an apple or a banana?”

•	 Join in with your child while they play. Talk about what they are 
doing e.g. “wow that’s a fast race car!” or “dolly is going to bed” 
and wait for your child to respond
